Week 5.  We will have lessons and assignments for Monday, April 20 through Thursday, April 23 this week. Friday will once again be a day to get caught up, but I will post a couple of new  “virtual field trips” and will encourage the use of “prodigy” math fact practice we have used throughout the year. enjoy especially for those that would like some enrichment. I am surprised that I still ended up with some missing or incomplete work this weekend after we had a Friday “get caught up” day to make sure we were all caught up.  If I do not have an assignment or an incomplete assignment that was sent back then I will have no alternative but to eventually put in a zero for the work.  Make sure you are reading the emails I am sending concerning the work and let me know if you are having problems with the work.  You should now have all of your books so I will make assignments that utilize the online books and/or the hard copy books. I will let you know if you have to use the online version when it is necessary (the social studies book embeds some videos I sometimes need you to watch).  I also sent everyone a copy of the book “The Indian in the Cupboard” which we will begin using in Language as a literature set over the next several weeks. Please try to stay caught up because it helps me assess your work for you.
Objectives the week:
Math: Correctly convert customary units of weight and volume, as well as, display measurement data on a line plot graph.
Science: Learn about the circulatory system and diagram a human and artificial heart.
Social Studies: Work on the development of your country assignment for Mrs. Markey and study and display a knowledge of the physical geography of South America and learn about the country of Brazil.
Religion: Practice “Divine Mercy” and grow in our knowledge and appreciation of Mary as a model of your faith.
Language/Reading: Develop better handwriting with the letter N, improve our compare/contrast abilities and an appreciation of folk tales, and use the Indian in the Cupboard to respond to literature.
Spelling: Develop the use of the suffixes ous, sion, ion, and ation.
 Monday, April 20
Religion --- Yesterday was called “Divine Mercy” Sunday and was the first Sunday following Easter.  We have a beautiful prayer called the Divine Mercy Chaplet that St. Faustina, through a vision with Jesus, brought to us.  In addition to typing up a reflection based on the Gospel of John from yesterday, you will need to watch a video about St. Faustina and type up a couple of answers about her that appear in the video. (due tomorrow)
Math ----- You will be converting customary units of weight today. We are skipping over the hands on lesson since you don’t have the scales at home to use so we will work strictly on using the customary units to convert back and forth between things like ounces, pounds, and tons.  Follow the lesson in Google classroom and then complete pages 829 - 830 for your assignment.  I am also including the POD at the bottom and want everyone to give it a try.
Language ---- We are trying to wrap up our lessons on pronouns so I am assigning two IXL lessons in Language today.  You will need to sign into your IXL account, complete II.1 and II.7 then go back to Google classroom and submit that you have finished the IXL practices.
Social Studies --- I have been in touch with Mrs. Markey and she has assigned a lengthy social studies assignment about a country around the world.  I will be asking you to give me a typed, double-spaced, size 12 font summary paper about the various parts of your assignment for her so today, spend 30 - 45 minutes working on it. I will give instructions for this paper in about a week.
Reading --- I packed up a book called “Indian in the Cupboard” that we will start reading together on Wednesday, but I have another one in our reader that I want to have you do first.  Today you are to do the story prep work.  We have done some compare/contrast work but I want you to look at it and the story structure lesson on pages 232 - 233 of your reading book (either online or in your hard copy). I also want you to revisit some Greek and Latin root words as well as the story vocabulary on pages 234 - 235.  When you finish, then complete the assessment that will be in the Google classroom assignment. (due tomorrow)
Science ----- I had some good comments on the video about the human body systems you watched last Friday.  Today, I have a near-pod lesson about the circulatory system (the heart and blood vessels). Be sure to do all the parts of the near-pod (if it says discuss with a partner you can skip that).  This records how you do and how much you do so your grade is determined by your effort on these slides. (due by tomorrow)
Tuesday, April 21
Religion ---- Mary was with Jesus throughout his entire life, even to the point of his death and then following his resurrection.  Read pages 220 - 223 of Chapter 19 about Mary as our model of faith.  When you finish, complete the quiz over the pages you were assigned to read. (due by tomorrow)
Math ----- This lesson is on converting customary units of capacity (volume).  The lesson is on pages 839 - 840 and the examples I will supply you with are from pages 843 and 844.  I will be assigning the practice pages as graded work today.  Follow the lesson and the examples and I will also go over the process during our zoom time.  Complete the assigned Google document and submit it. (due tomorrow)
Social Studies  ------ As we wrap up looking at Central America and the Caribbean Islands, Ihave a video on the building of and use of the Panama Canal.  I would like you to watch the link I am providing, take notes on what you are watching, then type up a solid, descriptive paragraph about what you learned.  (due tomorrow)
Spelling ---- This week you will be working with words that have the suffixes ous, sion, ion and ation.  Complete the word search puzzle by highlighting the words as you find them. (due tomorrow)
Handwriting ---- Keep practicing your handwriting.  Work on the letter N, n. Complete pages 44 & 45.
Reading ---- The Ch’i-lin Purse is a folk tale from China that reflects the customs and beliefs of that particular culture.  As you read this story (pages 236 - 249) in your reader, give some attention to the illustrations and focus on the conflict and its resolution.  When you finish the story, complete the comprehension questions on the Google document that is attached.
Wednesday, April 22
Social Studies --- Module 11 takes us to South America and the first lesson as usual is over the geography of the region we are reviewing. South America is a big continent and the lessons will focus on various countries there.  Read the pages over the physical features (pages 320 - 330) either using your hard copy book or the online version (Module 11 lesson 1).  When you finish, use your book and your workbook to complete the Google quiz over the material (due tomorrow)
Religion ---- Take the opportunity to watch and participate in Mass. I am trying to find out if St. Agnes is now live streaming daily Mass, but will give you some options in Google classroom.
Reading  ---- Hopefully everyone picked up their supplies and books last Friday and in the bag you should have found a book called Indian in the cupboard.  This is a good book, but it is written in a very “British” style.  I would like everyone to read chapters 1 and 2 of the book to help us start to get into the story.  We will probably discuss this book during zoom time too. In the lesson part that I will put in Google classroom, I am assigning everyone a word to “present.”  Look at the list and find the word you’ve been given.  Fill out the Google document about your word.  It should be in the form of a word web.  (due tomorrow)
Language --- Letter of Joy --- Zoe sent me a name for our letters of joy, so today I’d like you to complete the document for our letters of joy that is attached in Google classroom for Laurel Taylor who is Zoe’s aunt.  She is graduating from college to be a librarian. She lives in Washington, D.C., is single, and likes to cook and bake.  Make sure you date the letter, give an opening, type (in size 12 or 14 font) two paragraphs as usual, sign the letter, and add a picture or two. (due tomorrow) 
Math  ---- Shifting away from our conversion problems for a day, the lesson will be about displaying measurements on a line plot graph.   You will need your book again for this and go through the lesson that I will have posted, which covers pages 845 - 848.  Once you understand what you are being asked to do, complete the document over pages 849 - 850. Don’t forget to attempt the POD at the bottom of the document.
Thursday, April 23
Religion ------ Finish reading chapter 19 about the importance of Mary in our faith. Pages 224 - 227.  When you finish reading these pages, complete the document that follows pages 229 and 230 in your book.  You will not be doing all the parts of these 3 pages, just the parts that are listed in the assigned document. (due tomorrow)
Spelling --- To finish out the week with the suffixes ous, sion ion and ation, complete the Google classroom document that will be posted in our classroom.
Math ------  Math today is to get some practice in on the work you have been doing this week.  Go to IXL and work through W.1, Z.2, Z.3, and Z.4.
Social Studies ----  The largest country in South America is Brazil.  If we were in school, I would have Mrs. Gray visit with us about the year she spent there in the missions, but we are going to just have to read about it today.  Use your hard copy book to read the pages (331 - 335) and then complete the Google classroom quiz over what you read.
Reading / Language --- Continue reading “The Indian in the Cupboard,” chapters 3 - 4.  When you have finished these two chapters, I would like you to draw and color an illustration of one event you found most interesting so far in the story.  I would like you to keep this picture in the folder I sent home with several other items that we will need before the end of the year.
Science  --- The assignment today is a follow up to the near-pod on Monday.  Our heart is the major organ of the circulatory system and it works hard every day.  We will begin this activity today and finish it on Monday.  First watch short Youtube on an artificial heart. I then want you to look up diagrams of a real human heart.  Using a piece of paper you will be drawing and labeling certain parts of the human heart. Do this on the left half of a piece of paper because on the right half I am going to ask you to draw and label an artificial heart. The instructions are in Google classroom and we will use the same instructions to complete this activity on Monday.  You will be sharing a picture of your drawings with me as part of the assignment.
Friday, April 24
Finish up any work you haven’t gotten done this week.  Spend 30 minutes or so today practicing your math skills through prodigy.  I will also post a couple of new “virtual” tours that you can take as a new field trip.
