Week 6.  We have approximately 3 good weeks of learning left in our 4th quarter. Our week this week will be similar to last week, but time will need to be given to the social studies assignment that was given in technology.  Since it is about countries around the world, I will include a grade in our social studies class for it.  As you finish up the slides for Mrs. Markey you will need to bring your information together into a 1 page paper for our class. We will also attempt an online, oral spelling test on Thursday so you will want to print off the word list. I will email it out on Monday. Keep working at it, we are getting close.
Objectives the week:
Math: Converting metric units of length, capacity, and mass.
Science: Diagram a human and artificial heart with labels and learn about the respiratory system.
Social Studies: Further study the South American countries of Argentina, Uruguay, Paraguay, Columbia, Venezuela, and the Guianas. Complete a summary of the technology social studies assignment.
Religion: Learn the beatitudes and increase an understanding of the virtues of faith, hope, and love.
Language/Reading: Make connections to literature through the book “Indian in the Cupboard”
Spelling: Develop the use of more Latin root words.
 Monday, April 27
Religion --- As a follow up for Sunday’s Gospel, April 26 (2nd Sunday of Easter), read back through the Gospel reading for the Mass (Luke 24: 13 - 35) and complete the missing words assignment Print a copy of the Beatitudes sheet and study them for a quiz next Monday.
Math -----  This week we will practice using a metric ruler and be able to compare it with a standard ruler.  You should now have one at home or you can use the one in the book. Go through the attached lesson for pages 851 - 852 and look over the examples that are included for pages 853 - 854.  Complete the My Homework pages using the google document that is attached to the Google classroom lesson.  I am also including the POD at the bottom and want everyone to give it a try. It is worth another bonus point.
Language/Reading ---- Make sure you review chapters 1 - 4 of the book “Indian in the Cupboard” and illustrate, then color a picture of what you find to be a key event from these 4 chapters.  Once you are done (by Thursday) take a picture of your drawing and attach it to this Google classroom assignment before you submit it as done.
Social Studies --- Work on the assignment for you country that Mrs. Markey has given you. Look at the attached guideline about the 1 page summary you will need to complete for me about your project.  Thursday’s work will be to type up the 1 page summary. 
Science ----- Watch the attached video in the assignment that discusses an artificial heart.  Look over the diagrams I have included that show an artificial and a real heart.  Follow the instruction sheet that is in the assignment for drawing and labeling these two different hearts.  You should turn your paper on its side (landscape style) and use the left half for your real heart diagram and the right half for your artificial heart drawing. Have it ready to submit by Thursday.
Tuesday, April 28
Religion ---- During the Easter season we need to focus on the 3 cardinal virtues of “Faith, Hope, and Love.”  Read paes 248 - 251 of chapter 27, then on the document provided create an acrostic poem of the word Beatitudes (experiment with various colors in your text).  Have this done by Thursday.
Math ----- This lesson is on converting metric units of length (pages 857 - 860).  Go through the lesson that will be posted in Google classroom.  Look at the included examples and if necessary watch the video link of these conversions.  When you have an understanding of the assignment, complete the attached document which is for pages 861 - 862.
Social Studies  ------ We are going to continue to look at the countries in South America today.  The lesson is on Argentina, Uruguay, and Paraguay.  Read pages 336 - 341 and pay attention to the vocabulary.  They will be included in the quiz tomorrow.  Go back to working on Mrs. Markey’s assignment.
Spelling ---- Spelling this week involves more Latin root words.  I am going to try to give a “zoom” spelling test on Thursday, so you may want to copy the word list and study all 25 words.  Complete the sheet of questions using the words and submit them when you are done.
Handwriting ---- Keep practicing your handwriting.  Work on the letter O,o. Complete pages 46 & 47..
Reading ---- Read Chapters 5 and 6 in Indian in the Cupboard. Think about the misconceptions Omri has about Little Bear and things like how Omri gets help for Little Bear when he hurts his knee. Put effort and thoughtfulness into answering the attached comprehension questions about the story. Have them done by Thursday.
Wednesday, April 29
Social Studies --- Module 11 lesson 4 is over Columbia, Venezuela (Mrs. Perdomo’s home country), and the Guianas.  Read pages 342 - 349 and complete the questions over the lesson.  This also includes vocabulary from yesterday’s reading from lesson 3.
Religion ---- Take the opportunity to watch and participate in Mass. Use one of the links that I will place in Google classroom.
Language --- We will either do a Letter of Joy (if someone submits a person to me) or we will do al esson on contractions from page 186 in your language book.  There will be a letter of joy document or a contractions assignment document posted in Google classroom which will be due tomorrow. 
Science  --- We are going to shift from the circulatory system to the respiratory system today.  First make sure to take a picture of the real/artificial heart diagrams you drew and colored with labels from Monday and then complete the near-pod lesson over the respiratory system.  Have the nearpod done by Friday afternoon.
Math  ---- Today’s lesson is on converting metric units of mass (pages 871 - 874).  This is very much like the lesson from yesterday.  Go through the lesson with it’s examples that will be attached in Google classroom.  Watch the video link if you need additional help on this lesson, then complete the attached lesson assignment document which is for pages 875 - 876. Don’t forget to attempt the POD at the bottom of the document. Finish this by tomorrow
Thursday, April 30
Religion ------ As we finish up the pages on faith, hope, and love there are two pages about the lives of a number of saints.  Read pages 252 - 254 and then complete the Google document that will cover parts of pages 257 and 258.  Next Monday I will be assigning a 1 page paper about a saint.  You will not be allowed to do a saint you have done before and you may not use St. Maximillian Kolve since we read about him this year.  Finish this document today.
Spelling --- I am going to attempt a spelling test through zoom this morning. When we finish you have to score your test and then take a close up picture of it so I can see it and record your score.  You will need to attach the picture of your spelling to this lesson assignment.
Math ------  Today we will be doing some more metric conversions. This time we are converting units of capacity.  You will find the metric conversions to be just like the past 2 days.  Review the lesson that is in google classroom over pages 877 - 878 with examples from pages 879 - 880.  If you need further help follow the link to a video over the lesson. When you are ready, complete the attached google document assignment over pages 881 - 881. Submit it today when you are done.
Social Studies ----  Work on typing up your google document summary of the project your are doing for Mrs. Markey.  I posted the guidelines in Monday’s lesson and the document you need to type your work on to submit.  Go back to that lesson and type it up so that you can submit it by Monday afternoon.
Reading / Language --- Continue reading “The Indian in the Cupboard,” chapters 7 & 8. Make sure you have read them by Monday because I will be posting a short quiz over the two chapters for you to do Monday.
