Week 7.  We are in our final two weeks of the 4th quarter. Our week this week will be similar to last week.  We will finish up a chapter in Social Studies and in Math so there will be a couple of small tests as part of this week.   You will also need to finish up the summary of your investigation of a country of the world based on the work you did for Mrs. Markey. We will try the online, oral spelling test on Thursday again because it seemed to go well this past week.  I will email or share a spelling list tomorrow, so you will want to print off the word list. We are almost there, so keep working at it and don’t settle for less than your best.
Objectives the week:
Math: Testing over converting standard and metric units of length, capacity, and mass, and beginning a quick look at some geometry (have your protractor handy for angles).
Science: Investigating diseases of the lungs in relation to our look at the respiratory system and begin to look at the nervous system.
Social Studies: Video look at the Amazon Jungle, learn about Ecuador, Peru, Bolivia, and Chile, and conclude our learning about South America.
Religion: Quiz over the beatitudes, learn about how to better live as a disciple of Jesus (even as a fifth, soon to be sixth grader).
Language/Reading: Continue making connections to literature through the book “Indian in the Cupboard”
Spelling: Develop the use of more related words (26 spelling words this week) --- this will be our final spelling unit of the year.
Monday, May 4
Religion --- As a follow up for Sunday’s Gospel, May 3 (4th Sunday of Easter), read back through the Gospel reading for the Mass that will be attached to the lesson(Luke 24: 13 - 35) and complete the missing words assignment Also complete the attached  Beatitudes quiz. Be sure both are done before you submit your assignment.
Math -----  Tomorrow there will be a test posted over chapter 11 focused on vocabulary and converting both standard and metric units of measurement, weight, and capacity.  Today, I have linked the IXL sign-in page Math and you will want to practice so that you are ready for tomorrow’s test.  Use Z.5, Z.6, Z.13, Z.14, and Z.15.  Submit the “assignment” after you’ve practiced and you will earn the 5 points for the day.
Language/Reading ---- Today you will need to read through chapter 10 and 11.  I will be giving you a short “quiz” over chapter 11 tomorrow.
Social Studies --- Watch the video on the Amazon jungle. It’s only about 25 minutes long.  Make sure you’ve finished the research summary paper from your country of the world that is due by Wednesday.
Science ----- I have attached instructions and a list of a number of diseases of the lungs since we did a near-pod over the respiratory system.  Choose one of the diseases to research and find out information about what causes this disease and what it does to a person.  Also find out ways to treat someone who has the disease.  You will today and Wednesday to complete a one page paper (use the google document attached today).  Make sure your title the top of you page the name of the disease and put your name and # in the header.
Tuesday, May 5
Religion ---- During the Easter season we need to try to develop what it means to be a disciple of Jesus. To help us do this we will be covering chapter 23.  Read pages 259 - 263.  I will have a document posted so that when you have read the pages you can go back to page 261 and think about how people of all ages show they are part of the priesthood of the faithful.  You will need to find pictures of people of all ages (ordinary and religious) who do this and make a collage. It will need a title and your name. (due tomorrow)
Math ----- Take the test over chapter 11.  Use your book to take the test and if you need to go to kahnacademy or another site for additional help do so.  Just make sure you do well on the test and submit it.
Social Studies  ------ Today is the final lesson (lesson 5 of Module 11) on South America. The lesson is on Ecuador, Bolivia, Peru, and Chile.  Read pages 350 - 356, paying attention to the vocabulary.  Complete the lesson quiz that will be attached.
Spelling ---- Spelling this week is over more related words.  Complete the puzzle. Remember that you can do it online by highlighting the words, but if you choose to do it on paper by printing it, make sure you send a picture of the completed puzzle. We will do an online, zoom oral spelling test on Thursday.
Reading ---- Complete the quiz over chapter 11 for Indian in the Cupboard and then read chapters 12 - 13.
Wednesday, May 6
Social Studies --- To help finish module 11 on South America, complete the near-pod lesson over South America.  Some of us are rushing through the near-pods and not scoring as well as we should, so take you time and do all the parts as requested.  Be sure to scroll down the page on the slide that is a “sway.”  Submit to me that you are finished when you are done. There will be a short “test” focused on vocabulary tomorrow.
Religion ---- Take the opportunity to watch and participate in Mass. Use one of the links that I will place in Google classroom.
Language --- Since we haven’t been in school and Jose hasn’t been able to be a part of the things we have been doing, I’m asking everyone to do a Letter of Joy for him.  It’s a thank you card.  Do you letter of joy on the attached document.  A few people have been forgetting to add a picture and type sincerely followed by their name so pay attention to the format.
Science  ---Today is a day to finish up  your investigation of your chosen topic for a disease of the lungs.  Follow the directions from Monday and make sure you use that document to complete your paper.  When you are finished, spend some time looking for other science topics that you might have an interest in.  We will take a look at the nervous system next week and that’s when you will need the “brain cap” I sent home in the folder a couple of weeks ago.
Math  ---- We need to look at a few lessons in geometry so today we will do our first one.  Lesson 1 of chapter 12 is about polygons.  Follow the lesson over pages 903 - 906 and complete the document for the My Homework pages (907 - 908). I will be including some of the vocabulary on the assignment. (due tomorrow)
Thursday, May 7
Religion ------ Finish up chapter 23 on Called to be Disciples of Jesus by reading pages 264 - 267. Complete the portions of pages 268 - 270 that are on the attached document.
Spelling --- Attend the zoom this morning so you can take your spelling test and learn about using a protractor for math. When we finish you will have to put your score in the attached document.
Math ------  Today is about the sides and angles of triangles and you will need your protractor and the small metric ruler in your book on page 909.  I will go over the use of a protractor in our zoom meeting in case you didn’t learn about it last year.  Go through the attached lesson for pages 909 - 912 and when you are ready complete the My Homework pages (913 - 914).  I will try to post a couple of links of videos for measuring with a protractor to help you as well.
Social Studies ----  Complete the module 11 wrap up “test” over South America.  You may use your book and your workbook to help you take the test.
Reading / Language --- We will try to finish up the “Indian in the Cupboard” next week, but for language today I have two assignments that will be posted for you on Thursday. They are not hard and you should be able to put your energy and effort into them.  You’ll see when you get them Thursday morning.
