Week 8.  We have reached our final week of online lessons and assignments.  I want to thank everyone for their hard work to get to this point.  I know it has been rather intense at times, but we have continued our education and learning and I am proud of you.  I am trying to scale back the lessons this week in an effort to give anyone that may be behind a chance to finish any missing work and to try to draw to a close some of the things we have been doing.  I will zoom with everyone for a short period each day (Monday to Thursday) at our usual 9:30 time this week and I would like to have one final zoom next Tuesday to wrap up the year and share just a few final things before we start our summer.  That final zoom will also be at 9:30 and it will be the only zoom we will have that week (plus there will be no further assignments for our 5th grade year after this week).
Objectives the week:
Math: Practice with measuring angles and using a protractor, classifying triangles and measuring sides and angles in quadrilaterals 
Science: Discovering and identifying the parts of our nervous system then constructing a “brain cap”
Social Studies: A quick look at Egypt and Greece then designing an “indoor game” for an indoor Olympics.
Religion: Learning about a few May saints and furthering our understanding of the parts of our creed that state: “One, Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic.”
Language: Finish reading the Indian in the Cupboard and constructing our own “Cupboard”
Spelling: Zoom spelling bee on Thursday
Monday, May 11
Religion --- Completing a Gospel reflection for the 5th week of Easter and use the online web site provided to pray the rosary since May is a month we recognize the significance of Mary.
Math -----  Practice measuring triangles and identifying polygons using the IXL problems practice pages assigned.
Language/Reading ---- Make sure you’ve read through chapter 14 of our book “Indian in the Cupboard.” There will be an assignment at the end of the book.
Social Studies --- Watch the video on the Nile River and Ancient Egypt. It’s only about 20 minutes long.  We weren’t able to get to this chapter, so use it as an opportunity to learn a little about the landscape and ancient culture of Egypt.
Science ----- Complete the near-pod over the nervous system, making sure to do all the parts of each of the slides.  There will be a wrap up assignment on Wednesday that will require you to use the patterns for a “brain cap” that were in the folders I sent home earlier this quarter.
Tuesday, May 12
Religion ---- Chapter 26 is titled, “One, Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic” which is part of our creed we say at Mass.  We will read pages 296 - 297 to get a better understanding of what each of the parts mean.  Also watch the video that helps explain the meaning of Apostolic.
Math ----- The lesson for today centers on classifying triangles. There will be  instructions over pages 915 - 916 and examples from 917 - 918. Complete the attached “My Homework document.” Due by tomorrow.
Social Studies  ------Complete the near-pod on Greece, which is another country of the world that we didn’t have time to get to.  Since the Olympic games began in Greece and this was supposed to be a year for the summer Olympics we will have a wrap up assignment on Thursday for an “indoor Olympic games.” Be sure to complete all the slides and submit it as done when you are through.
Reading ---- Make sure you spend some time today reading through chapter 15 of Indian in the Cupboard so you are ready to finish the book tomorrow.
Wednesday, May 13
Religion ---- Take the opportunity to watch and participate in Mass. Use one of the links that I will place in Google classroom. Also finish reading the chapter on “One, Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic” (pages 300 - 303).  Complete the attached document which has questions from page 306 in your book. Due by Thursday.
Language --- Finish the last chapter (16) of Indian in the Cupboard.  Complete the document that will be attached to the lesson to wrap up the book. Due tomorrow.
Science  --- Following the instructions that will be in the lesson and using the hemispheres of the brain sheets I sent home (or if you have to copy them from my attachment), color and put together your “brain cap.”  Have it ready to wear during our zoom tomorrow.
Math  ---- This lesson will be on the sides and angles of quadrilaterals which is on pages 923 - 924 (and examples from 925 - 926) of your book.  Follow the lesson instructions and complete the attached “My Homework” (pages 927 - 928) document. Due by tomorrow.
Thursday, May 14
Religion ------ Take the time to watch the short videos about our church to help us end the year.
Spelling --- Attend the zoom this morning so you can participate in the spelling bee.
Math ------  Today is your last chance to try to unseat Harrison as the “How Grand is your Total” leader.  If you send me the attached document with your numbers in their places I will check to see if you are higher.  Also try some of the brain teasers I have left for you and see if you can figure them out.  I would like you to do the online multiplication speed practice that is linked here one last time this year and spend some time on mathplayground exploring and doing some of the things we have done.
Social Studies ----  We will zoom one last time on Tuesday at 9:30 just to have an end of the year time together.  Since we aren’t getting to do a “field day,” I would like each of you to invent a game that can be played inside (for rainy days and since we’ve been stuck inside a lot) that could be used as an indoor “field day.”  I will have each of you share your idea and how the game can be played on Tuesday.
Reading / Language --- Yesterday you finished our last class book and “report” of the year.  I am leaving you instructions on how to make a “paper” “magical” cupboard of your own.  Create your own cupboard and make sure it has a keyhole.  Make a “key” that will fit your key hole and then create something special to you that you can put in your cupboard and make come alive.
