It is very important that everyone type in their answers on the documents I attach in Google classroom before you submit them as done. It is very hard to go back to find your work later if you don’t and even though I send messages about redoing things, it hasn’t seemed like several of us have looked back to make corrections because I’m not getting some things turned back in corrected.  I am up to date in SIS on your grades but had to put in some 0s so that it would highlight anything yellow in my grade book that I need to pursue from you. It is the school’s plan to pack up remaining books and supplies this week so they can be picked up on Friday.  That may help with the troublesome online books and being able to look back for information.
Objectives the week:
Math: Develop and work with measuring distance with a ruler and converting units of measure.
Science: Finishing topic 1 on matter and beginning an investigation of human body systems.
Social Studies: Learn about the physical geography of Central America and the Caribbean Islands and develop an understanding of the history of this region.
Religion: Expanding and enriching our understanding of the 50 days of the Easter season.
Language/Reading: Continuing our development of the proper use of pronouns and contractions, practicing our cursive letter L,l, reviewing sequencing using the story “Hold the Flag High” and analyzing the use of a legend to convey a lesson.

Tuesday, April 14
Religion ---- Easter is a 50 day period of our Church year where we thank Jesus and God the salvation we have received through the resurrection.  Our textbook doesn’t have a lot of information to share but today we will begin with pages 307 - 309.  The Good News is that the story of Jesus didn’t end with his crucifixion, but that on Easter Sunday morning he rose from the dead having conquered death.  Read through these pages and complete the word search puzzle highlighting the hidden words. (due tomorrow)
Math ----- The results of the test over chapter 10 were very good and everyone can be proud of the work they did, especially since we weren’t able to be together for some important lessons.  Today we will start chapter 11 on measurements and conversions. I have a lesson typed up on measuring with a ruler (there is a sample one to use in the textbook) on pages 801 - 802. I will discuss it during zoom time. Follow the lesson and examples and then complete the My Homework pages (805 - 806) putting your answers on the assigned document through Google classroom. (due by tomorrow)
Social Studies  ------ Central America and the Caribbean Islands are our next adventure in Social Studies.  I have assigned the first lesson through the online book. When you log in you should be able to open the lesson and read through the material.  I feel that some of us are rushing through the materials so this time I have assigned that you type in complete sentence answers in the text boxes that come up in the lesson.  You also need to make sure you scroll down each of the pages to get all of the material and the interactive information.  This region is in the tropics and many of you may vacation there some day.  When you finish the reading, be sure to complete the attached quiz.  A reminder, when you open the lesson quiz, the document has already been copied for you and all you need to do is type right on the document then submit it so that I can see your work. (due by tomorrow)
Spelling ---- no spelling this week
Handwriting ---- Research backs the use of cursive writing as a great hand-eye coordination activity and a good way to help your brain develop crossover between your left and right hemispheres.  With that in mind I would like you to work on the letter L,l (upper and lowercase).  Complete pages 38 & 39, show your parents, and I hope I’ll be able to collect it from you before the end of the year.
Language ---- You will need your language book so we can begin to wrap up the correct use of pronouns.  I have typed up lesson guidelines for this assignment and you will want to go through the lesson on pages 184 & 185. When you finish going through the lesson, complete the attached document over using pronouns correctly and submit it (due by tomorrow)
Science --- Since we missed science last week and on Monday, I have assigned a near-pod to wrap up Topic 1 on Matter.  Be sure to read closely the directions in the Google classroom assignment before you start the near-pod and do all the slides and activities. Submit it both in Google classroom and near-pod. (due by Thursday)
Wednesday, April 15
Social Studies --- Now that  you have a better idea of the physical geography of this region I am assigning the pages for lesson 2 that focuses on Central America.  Pay close attention to the vocabulary.  I am once again assigning the pages through our book (lesson 1 which would be pages 302 - 307).Complete all the text boxes and be sure to once again scroll down on all slides so you don’t miss any information. Complete the quiz in the assignment.  (due tomorrow)
Religion ---- Besides trying to attend the IC Mass at 8:30 I have put up an assignment that is meant to make us reflect on “what if certain things didn’t happen” concerning the resurrection.  Be sure to open the document, read the statements and type up the 3 what if paragraphs. (due tomorrow)
Reading  ---- We will try again this week to use our online book for reading through Pearson.  I know last week we had some problems with this book so I will be trying to keep a watch to make sure it’s working for you.  There are two lessons that prepare us to read the next story, “Hold the Flag High.”  Read up on the concept of sequencing using pages 204 and 205 and the unknown words/selection vocabulary using pages 206 and 207, then complete the lesson quiz about both topics and submit it.  (due tomorrow)
Language --- Also in our reading book is a small story called “The Eagle and the Bat.”  It’s on pages 198 & 199 and uses a legend story to help convey a truth.  Read the story and look at it’s elements then complete the writing (typing) activity that I have assigned with it. (due by Friday morning)
Math  ---- Today’s math lesson centers around converting customary units of measure (pages 807 - 810).  American standard units are different then metric units (which are much easier).  Pay close attention to the vocabulary, go through the lesson I have posted for you then complete the attached assignment. Key to this lesson and the next few is this formula:
When converting from larger units of measure to smaller units of measure (multiply) (example feet to inches) and when converting from smaller units of measure to larger units of measure (divide) (example feet to yards or miles) (due by tomorrow)
Thursday, April 16
Religion ------ Today we will look at several bible passages that let us know how Jesus appeared to people after His resurrection.  You can either use a bible from home or you can look up the passages on line.  You will need to use the document attached to the lesson to respond to what your read and answer some questions (due by Monday if you don’t finish it today)
Math ------  Our next lesson is one on problem solving where you use the same problem solving guide that we’ve been using all year.  The lesson is on pages 813 -14 and I will give examples in the lesson online and in zoom about how to pull the information out of the problems and then set up a method of solving for the answer.  Use your book and go through the typed up lesson I have posted, then complete the 5 problems on page 818. (due by tomorrow)
Social Studies ---- The third lesson in Topic 11 is on the Caribbean Islands. There are many small islands that make up this region of the world.  I will have assigned this lesson in the online book as well and you will need to read through it doing all the parts and scrolling down on all slides. When you finish the reading, complete the assigned vocabulary quiz over these three lessons this week.
Reading / Language --- Open your book through your Pearson icon and read the story “Hold the Flag High.”  It’s based on a true story from the Civil War.  I think you will find it very interesting.  The book page numbers are 200 - 219. Once you’ve read the story complete the attached document by typing up thorough, full sentence (s) answers.
Science  --- I am posting a link to a video you will need to watch about the next unit we will cover in science.  It's about 30 minutes long and you may want to take notes on it because I am posting an assignment that lets me know you watched the video.  It's on the amazing machine: The Human Body systems. Complete the attached document about the video.
