The assignments will again be posted in google classroom and everyone needs to remember to mark their assignments as done in the classroom so that I can keep up with the grading.  Also remember to do your work right on the copy of the assignment I place for you in Google classroom and it will show up for me to grade.  I have now started posting grades in our SIS program so that 4th quarter grades will be available as we go. I am working very hard to keep us progressing as we should be so I appreciate your getting all assignments done and turned in so that I can keep grades accurate. Remember next week we also have a shortened week because Easter Monday is a scheduled day off.  I will get the work for next week out on Monday, April 13 for that week.   Again, if you run into internet problems, please let me know. I will zoom this week Monday through Wednesday at 10 and this week we will try to test over Chapter 10 in math so there will be a test in Math on Wednesday.  Keep up the good effort and please help me out by getting your things done and in as quickly and accurately as you can.
 Objectives the week:
Math: Complete and test over Chapter 10, multiplying and dividing fractions
Science: Explore the states of and properties of matter.
Social Studies: Learn about Mexico today and finish the chapter.
Religion: Study about and experience Holy Week.
Language/Reading: Compose 2 letters of joy to individuals on the frontline of the coronavirus fight and read “A Day at the Beach” for the concept of compare and contrast.
Spelling: no spelling
 Monday, April 6
Religion --- Using a bible or an online copy of yesterday’s Gospel (Matthew 26: 14 - 27: 66), go back through the passion of Jesus according to Matthew.  While you read it, complete the series of questions on the assigned document.  This time you simply need to type in an answer instead of a full sentence. (finish by tomorrow)
Math ----- Since we are at the end of the chapter, everyone needs to use their paper copy of the book and complete pages 783 - 785.  We will go over the answers tomorrow during our zoom time.  This is good practice for the test on Wednesday.  Use any resources you have, your book, the online book and its tutor, kahnacademy, your parents, etc. to complete these pages.  The test will cover the material in chapter 10. (finish by tomorrow)
Language ---- Today, please complete the letter of joy for Shelby Kubicki.  Her sister is going to marry my son Isaac in October and Shelby is in her medical residency to become a doctor.  She is currently doing this in New York City where there are a lot of cases of very serious coronavirus.  Please let her know (and all of her coworkers) that we are praying hard for them.  Make sure to insert at least one picture and type sincerely and your name at the bottom. (finish by tomorrow)
Science ----- Go to your online science book.  I am going to try to assign the pages for lesson 3 today through our online book.  Remember that you need to access your science book through the Pearson icon after you have gone to your goirish account and clicked on the 9 dots at the top right of the webpage. Read lesson 3 of Topic 1 and use it to complete the short quiz that I will post in Google classroom and be sure to submit it.  (finish by Tuesday)
Tuesday, April 7
Religion ---- I wish we were together for this week, because there are normally some very inspiring Masses and services that we could attend and I usually am able to share some key information that explains these services better. Since we are out of school, begin by reading the pages about Holy Week on 238 - 240 from our text book.  These pages go through each of the 3 days of the Triduum.  When you finish please use the document assigned to creat a collage of the 3 days.  Put a minimum of 3 pictures (one for each day) on your page and label the top of your collage “Triduum”.  Also place these three words somewhere in your collage, “Holy Thursday,” “Good Friday,” and “Easter Vigil”.  Finally, make sure your name is on the collage and submit it as done. (try to have finished by tomorrow)
Math ----- During zoom today, I will go over all the right answers to the assignment you were to do in your math book yesterday.  It will be good to have all the correct answers so that you can utilize your book as a resource for the test tomorrow.  Also, today I would like you to try to complete these 4 IXL sections as practice for tomorrow’s test (M.13, M.21, N.1, and N.5). (Mark as done when finished --- by tomorrow)
Social Studies  ------ I will try to assign this section through your social studies book online, but if you can’t find it then you need to open your online book and read through lesson 3 of Mexico called “Mexico Today.”  After you have read it keep your online book open as a reference (and use your workbook pages 122 - 124) to help you take the quiz.
Spelling ---- no spelling this week
Reading ---- I am currently experiencing some difficulty with the pearson icon in my ability to access our reading book, but if I can get it resolved by Tuesday, here is the reading assignment.  Open your online reading book through your Pearson icon.  You will need to read pages 178 - 181 (Compare and Contrast and Selection Vocabulary).  After reading these pages and learning about those two topics, take the assigned quiz over the selection vocabulary and comparing/contrasting.  Make sure to submit it as done. 
Language ---- Today I’d like us to send out another letter of joy. This former 5th grader of St. Agnes is my niece Sarah Winton.  She is a nurse now in Kansa City. She is actually on the heart patient ward, but is having to deal with the coronavirus too. I would like you to use the document with this assignment to let her and her coworkers at St Luke’s Hospital know that we are praying for their safety.  Be sure to type in your signature along with sincerely at the bottom and to include at least one picture. (due by tomorrow)
 Wednesday, April 8
Social Studies --- Today, complete the nearpod on Mexico that I have assigned.  In slide 13 use a textbook to type in your answer and in slide 16 be sure to scroll all the way to the bottom so that you can listen to the national anthem of Mexico and see all the slides. Make sure you submit this as done in both near-pod and in Google classroom. (finish by tomorrow)
Religion ---- Complete the Holy week “Kahoot” that will be assigned in Google classroom. It should record how you do pointwise with everyone who takes it from our class so I will be giving auction dollars to the highest 3 scores. (finish by tomorrow)
Handwriting ---- no new handwriting this week.
Reading  ---- If I can get the reading book link working then today I would like you to open your online book and read the selection called “A Day at the Beach” pages 182 - 194. When you finish reading it then complete the four questions in the attached document.  Be sure to type in thorough, complete sentence answers.  Use the words of the questions to answer the questions. (finish by tomorrow)
Math  ---- Today you need to complete the chapter 10 math test.  It is in the form of a google quiz.  The correct answer is listed so you should be able to do the work to get the correct answer.  It will be valued at 4 homework assignments (40 points) (finish today)
Thursday, April 9
Religion ------ Go to the St. Agnes website and open the classes page.  Find the picture of Mrs. Gray and open her website.  She has posted songs for each of the three services during the Triduum.  Pick one song from each day (Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and the Easter Vigil).
