This is our effort for the week.  In addition to this list, I will post in Google classroom, Monday’s and Tuesday’s assignments by 8 A.M. on Monday and Wednesday through Friday’s assignments by 8 A.M. on Tuesday.  Hopefully the assignments for Monday - Thursday can be submitted by Friday afternoon and Friday’s assignments can be finished by next Monday.
Objectives for the week:

Math: Be able to multiply fractions together with simplification, multiply mixed numbers with simplifying, and develop an understanding of the concept of “scaling” so as to know how a fraction affects multiplication
Science: To be able to recognize and explain molecules and the properties of molecules 

Social Studies: Develop the ability to better read subject matter text and explain some features of Andean Cultures with a focus on the Inca culture of Meso-America.

Religion: To learn and understand more deeply the traditions and forms of Catholic prayer and to better be able to use this knowledge to grow closer to Jesus.

Language/Reading:  Identify and know the difference between Subject and Object pronouns and to use them properly in our writing.  To work on our handwriting (cursive) using the letter K,k, and develop our reading/vocabulary through recreational reading and use of a new from of book reports.
Monday, March 23

Religion --- Chapter 12 Living as Prayerful People --- Read pages 143 - 145 paying close attention to the 5 forms of prayer.  When you have read through the material take the google classroom quiz called “What’s the Word” and submit it as done when you are finished.

Math ----- The lesson is over multiplying fractions together --  open the online book if you can (if not look through pages 739 - 740). In google classroom I will have step by step instructions for page 739 - 740.  I will list a “short” cut that can be used when available, but if it confuses you don’t worry about it.  Use IXL M.20 to practice this and then complete the google classroom quiz over the My Homework pages (743 - 744). Be sure to submit it when it’s done.

Language ---- In your old language book that you took home, read the lesson on page 178 over subject pronouns. If you need to practice use IXL II.2 and then complete the google classroom quiz on Subject Pronouns.

Science ----- Go to your online science book.  We will be doing topic 1 on Matter this week.  Read through pages 5 - 13 paying attention to the online book activities along the way. When you finish, complete the google classroom quiz on Observing Matter and make sure you submit it when you are done.

Tuesday, March 24

Religion ---- From your book, read about Sacramentals on pages 146 - 149.  Create a google slide presentation (3 slides) with pictures that represent “Blessings”, “Objects”, and “Actions.” Each slide needs a minimum of 3 pictures and a title. When you complete it (by the end of the week) share it with me.

Math ----- Today’s lesson is a bit harder on multiplying mixed numbers.  The online book is a good place for the tutorial again (it’s the speech bubble).  I will post, with the assignment in google classroom, the steps you should follow to be able to multiply mixed numbers together.  We will follow the lesson paes 745 - 747 and if you want to practice using IXL use M.32, M.33, and M.34.  Complete the My Homework pages which I will place as a google quiz in classroom.  Be sure to submit it when it is done.

Social Studies  ------ Finish reading the lesson we started before we left on the Andean Civilizations (pages 267 - 270).  You will need to open your online social studies book. When you finish reading, I will have assigned the lesson quiz as an assignment so go ahead and do it.  It will be through your book not google classroom.

Spelling ---- I am creating an assignment in google classroom with a word search puzzle over another set of Greek word parts.  Make sure you make a copy of the document first.  I have been able to highlight all the words in the puzzle using the highlighter 5 buttons to the right of the font size button, but the diagonal ones you have to do one letter at a time, so you may just want to print the puzzle and do it. If you do, just put it in a folder of any other printed work and I’ll check it when it gets collected.
Reading/Language ---- Read for 30 minutes and work on the cover of your pop-up book report.  If you need the instructions, they are in the file section of my web page. If you don’t have construction paper, use a sheet of copy paper for your cover.
Wednesday, March 25

Social Studies --- since we didn’t get to go on the George Washington Carver field trip, go to youtube and search for “Struggle and Triumph: The Legacy of George Washington Carver”. Handwriting ---- Keep practicing your handwriting focusing on the letter K,k. Complete pages 36 & 37 and I’ll review it when we return.

Thursday, March 26

Religion ------ Catholics’ Rich Traditions -- Read pages 150 - 151, then complete the google classroom quiz over the Chapter. You may use your book to help you.  Be sure to mark it complete when you are done.

Math ------  The concept to cover today is called scaling.  You will need your book (online if you can) and I will post step by step instructions in classroom using pages 751 and 752.  Once you go through the pages following the steps, you may want to use the IXL M.23 to help you. Again, use the icon (speech bubble) on the bottom of the online page 752 and it will give you a short lesson as well.  The assignment will be a quiz in google classroom titled Scaling.  When  you complete it make sure to submit it.

Social Studies ---- Today, complete the near-pod lesson on the Inca Civilization.  It will be assigned in google classroom. Be sure to do all parts of each slide and submit it both through near-pod and through google classroom.

Reading ----- Read for 30 minutes and work on the first page of your pop-up book report (the summary of the story). Make a couple of “pop-ups” for this page and design your background, as well as, writing or typing out the short summary following the directions given.

Langauge --- Object Pronouns --- Read the lesson on page 180 of  your old language book.  When you finish, take the google forms quiz titled “Object Pronouns” and submit it.
